Welcome to T.Y. Remember that every class, homework assignment, written exercise, reading and learning experience will be as good as you are willing to make it.

The T.Y. English programme will include the following modules:

1. Film Studies - A selection of films.
2. An Introduction to Etymology and the origins of Modern English.
3. The variety of English - the language of argument, persuasion, narration and information.
4.Functional Grammar. Particular attention will be given to the more formal aspects of language such as paraphrasing, syntax, spelling and punctuation.
5.Poetry - a variety of poems will be studied.
6. Reading. During T.Y. we expect that you will take the opportunity to read widely. All students will be expected to complete three book reports, one per term, two of which are from the senior reading list which is attached.

Each module will be followed by an assessment (test and/or written assignment). These have been carefully designed and well spaced. Your teacher will inform you, well in advance, of the submission dates. Take responsibility for your own work. T.Y. English will introduce you to the study methods and techniques necessary for L.C. Organise your reading and begin NOW as your first detailed book review on a book of your own choice is due in October. Your teacher will explain how to present a book review at senior level. We expect all assignments to be hand written. Plagiarism will be counted as work not submitted. Homework this year will also reading, learning and revision of classwork. Your first test will take place during the second week of October. Book Review 2 on any book from your reading list is due in December. Book review 3 on any book from your reading list is due in February. The reviews will be a major part of your T.Y. assessment. 
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
